Example (hourly rate): The preparation and submission of an application for leave to remain / entry
clearance under the Immigration Rules (non-business/non-investment)/ EEA matters / British Nationality

Peter Lock’s hourly rate: £350 plus £70 VAT

On average, this type of work in a standard case application takes between 6 - 12 hours to complete.
The work will involve:

¢ discussing your circumstances in detail and confirming whether this is the most appropriate
application for you to make and what other options may be available to you; giving you advice
about the requirements of the Immigration Rules / EEA Regulations / British Nationality law
and the supporting evidence you must provide, which we anticipate will take 2 to 4 hours;

e considering the supporting evidence you provide and whether you meet the criteria under the
law; which we anticipate will take 2 to 4 hours *;

o where necessary, helping you/advising you to obtain further evidence;

¢ if you do not fulfil the Home Office standard criteria, to advise on whether this can be
overcome and how. The amount of time this could take will depend in each case on its own
circumstances;

e preparing your application and submitting it on your behalf, which we anticipate will take 2 to 4
hours; and

» informing you of the outcome of the application.

¢ We charge for photocopying the application bundle at £0.25 per side (costs will depend on the
size of the application bundle) and Special Delivery postage (costs will depend on the weight
of the application bundle) to the Home Office and to you. This is usually about £100 plus 20%
VAT.

o If we are instructed to make certified true copies of passports, we charge for 6 minutes of our
time per passport certification.

*the amount of hours depends on the number of documents, the type of documents, whether they
need to be translated, whether anything is missing and how long it will take to guide you on obtaining
the missing documents.

What is not included in this costs example is (see below #).
